Award amounts among new and renewed grantees range from $15,000.00 
to $268,395.

“The Foundation Board of Directors and staff are excited by the quality of the programs being offered by
this group of grantees committed to providing care in the Foundation’s service area,” Mr. Carr added.  

The Obici Healthcare Foundation has awarded a $30,000.00 grant to RAM (Remote Area Medical) of 
Virginia, a new grantee of the Foundation.  

The grant will support the Southside Remote Area Medical clinic by providing free primary medical care, 
mental health services, dental services, vision services, prescription assistance, and nutrition and health 
education to the community.  This two-day clinic will be held on June 24 and 25 in Emporia, Virginia, and
will serve the entire Southside region of Virginia which include Western Tidewater.  Community partners
include Virginia Commonwealth University Medical School, Eastern Virginia Medical School, George 
Washington Medical School, local Community Services Boards, Lab Corp, the Lion’s Club, Mission of 
Mercy (MOM) dental services, local medical providers and Eta Phi Chi Chapter.
